Board of Directors’ Meeting

December 10, 2009
Meeting called to order at 12:00 p.m. by Paul Sowerby, President.

Event Committee: D’Arcy Downs-Vollbracht and Paul Sowerby are still working out the details on the golf outing.  Paul indicated that they would come prepared to give a comprehensive report at the January Board meeting.  We still have a lot of work to do to prepare for the Golf Outing.
